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NNPAI General Rules For All Divisions

This rule book is valid until January 2007.
Safety rules are subject to change at any time at the

NNPAI’s discretion.

1. Pull promoter decides number of classes each tractor may enter.  Trac-
tors may pull only once in each weight class.

2. Age - Drivers must be 14 years of age or older.  Children ages 14-18
must have a parent sign a parental consent form.  The parental con-
sent form must be filled out before the child pulls.

3. Disqualification -  Drivers must stay on the seat of the tractor at all
times.  Hands must be on the steering wheel, hand brake, hand clutch,
or throttle at all times during the pull or the puller will be disqualified.  Any
tractor or puller found to be unsafe or illegal may be disqualified or
barred from hooking.  Any part falling off the tractor after being hooked
and until the tractor is unhooked will result in disqualification.  Contact
point of tractor and sled must remain in bound at all times.  Out of
bounds will result in disqualification.  No measurement will be taken
after a disqualification.  All pullers are allowed 3 minutes to get to the
sled or you will be disqualified.  The only exception is if you are still
throwing weights because you just got done pulling in the previous
class.

4. RPM’s - allowed will be determined by the Nebraska test chart.  Any
tractor not listed will use manufacturer’s data.  When RPM’s are being
checked, an association tach must be used, and the owner opens the
throttle while a person or the tech crew watches and a person of the
tech crew runs the tach.  High RPM stop must be located on injection
pump.  To protest on RPM, Protester must put up $20.00.  If tractor is
over on RPM limit, it is disqualified.  If not over, protested tractor gets the
money.  Protest must be made before class is over.

5. Weight -  There is no allowance on weight for any class in any Divi-
sion.  Weight of class is maximum weight allowed.  If pro-
tested there is a 1% allowance on certified weight.

6. Tech Crews - You must be a certified member to be on a Tech   Crew.
At least 3 tech crew members have to be present to make a ruling.  A
Tech Crew member can tech the class that they are certified in but
cannot rule on a class they are certified in.

7. Rules -  All rules will be interpreted by the officers and the tech crews.



Any unforeseen problems or oversights will be ruled on by the officers
and the tech crews with their ruling being final.

8. Certification -  There will be certification day before the first pull of each
year.  You must be a member to certify.  Certification fees are $5.00 per
person and $15.00 per tractor/pickup.  Certification may be done at
any time during the pulling season.  Your points will begin when you
certify, pullers must get a certification card when certifying, the inspec-
tion sheet must be signed by a the crew member before you can certify
and the certification card must be signed by any officer except the
secretary.  Try to certify in the first 3 pulls of the season.

9. Inspection -  All tractors/pickups must undergo an inspection by the
tech crew.  Any tractor/pickup that comes in the middle of the pulling
season can pull one time, but the tractor/pickup must be inspected by
the next time it pulls.

10. Announcer’ s Card - Announcer’s cards will be filled out on certifica-
tion day.  They will consist of the puller’s name, address, tractor/pick-
ups make and model, year built, history of the tractor/pickup (i.e. where
the puller found it, how it got it’s name, etc.) drivers history (i.e. how
long they’ve been pulling, what associations they’ve belonged to, what
generation of puller they are, etc.). What options the tractor/pickup
has etc. and family history of the tractor/pickup if applicable.  The cards
will then be laminated and put on a ring or in a book of some kind.

11. Added Purse -  Any added purse will be split up equally between all the
classes pulled.  The amount of money given divided by number of
classes signed in at a pull.  Then divided between the first three places
in each class.

12. Points Race -  There is a points system for certified pullers only.  2
points for hooking, 5 for winning, 4 for 2nd and 3 for 3rd.  (i.e. if some-
one who is not certified wins 2nd place, and a person who is certified
wins 3rd place, the puller in 3rd place who is certified will get the 2nd
place points).  Pullers who place 1st, 2nd and 3rd will not receive the 2
points for hooking.  You must specify which 2 weight classes you want
for the points race. Points start on the date the tractor or pickup certifi-
cation is finalized.

13. Registration -  Registration will end a half  hour before a pull is set to
start.  If you register within that half hour before the pull starts or after,
there will be a $5.00 late fee charged if you are not pre-registered.  Two
officers plus the secretary are to be at the sign up table at all times.

14. A tractor can only pull one time until it meets all our rules.
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15. Membership Fees -  $25.00 the first year to join and $10.00 every
following year to be a member.

16. Cost Per Pull -  Members will be charged $15.00 a pull and Non-
members will be charged $18.00 a pull.

17. Payback - One dollar will be kept for insurance.  There will be 100%
payback on rest.

18. Re-pull -  The first puller in a class, if he/she does not go past the 75’
(foot) mark, they have the option to re-pull in that class.

19. Pits -  Speed limit in the pits is 5 M.P.H.  This includes EVERYONE,
pullers and non-pullers.  If an officer or tech crew member sees or
receives a complaint about a driver going over the speed limit that
driver will be disqualified.

20. Voting -  Only certified members can make motions and vote.  Pullers
can make motions and vote for only the classes they are certified in
except for general rules.  Majority of people voting at a meeting passes
a motion being voted on.

21. Drinking Alcoholic Be verages - The tech crew can disqualify a puller
if he/she has been drinking excessively.

22. Contracts -  Towns and fairboards must supply a box scraper and an
experienced operator, fire extinguishers, if there is an added purse it is
to be given to the association before we start writing payback checks,
foot markers, NO gravel tracks and tracks are to be free of debris, a
power source, table and chairs on a platform for announcer and book-
keepers, 2 passes per tractor, and an American Flag.  The association
will provide a PA system for $20.00 per pull.  We will provide announcers
if needed.

23. Membership Car ds - will be made on certification day.  When a puller
pays his/her membership fees, he/she will receive a membership card.
They will be printed on a 3.5 x 2” (inch) card.  It will include the pullers
name and what tractor/pickup they are pulling.  The card will permit the
driver and one other person to get into the pull free.  The cards will be
valid for one pulling season.  All cards will expire at the last pull of
the season.

24. No curved pipes for exhaust.

25. Can not destroke engine in any class. No decubing of engine.

26. Wheelie Bar s - Wheelie bars will be mandatory for all classes.

27. Definition of non-cut tires:  No mechanical alteration of tires allowed.
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Antique Classes - General Rules

1. Classes are 4,000 lbs. - 7,500 lbs, every 500 lbs.  Divisions II, III, and IV.

2. Divisions II and III will pull on a 200’ (foot) track.

3. Tear Down - For engine only.  The protestor and the driver will put up
$200.00 each.  If the protestor is right he gets $350.00.  If the protestor
is wrong the driver gets $350.00.  $50.00 goes to the person tearing
down the engine.  The person or persons protesting must be
in the same class with the driver they are protesting.  The protesting
must be done by the end of the class they are pulling in.  Tear down
must be done on site.  Specifications will go by the NNPAI rule book.
Driver has the option of choosing the person for tear down.  The pro-
tester and the tech crew must be present during tear down.  If the driver
does not want to be tore down he/she has the option of going up a
division and losing points certified for or he/she can’t pull with the asso-
ciation for a year and a day.  If the tractor is tore down and should go up
to the next division, then the tractor either goes up to the next division
and the driver loses his/her points certified for or he/she can’t pull with
the association for a year and a day.

4. Wheelie bars are mandatory.  Wheelie bars must be a minimum of 20”
(inches) wide at the leading edge of the pad extended behind the tires
and support the weight of the tractor in its heaviest class, and be a
maximum of 10” (inches) above the ground.  Wheelie bar pads are to
be a minimum of 5” x 5” (inches).  Wheelie bars can be made adjustable
as long as you use 1/2” Grade 5 pins or bolts minimum.  Wheelie bars
will not be attached to the drawbar.

Division II Rules
Division II is designed for competitive

pullers with near stock, piston kits, etc.

Tractor s 1958 and contin uous serious allo wed.

1. Maximum Tire Size - 0-4500 lbs. 170 sq. in. max; 4501-6500 lbs.  229
sq. in. max; 6501-7500 lbs.  300 sq. in. max.  No cut tires.  Maximum tire
size of 38” (inches).

0-4500 lbs. Class 4501-6500 lbs. Class 6501-7500 lbs. Class
170 sq. in. 229 sq. in. 300 sq. in.

13.6 x 38 - 168 sq. in. 14.9 x 38 - 200 sq. in. 18.4 x 38 - 300 sq. in.
14.9 x 28 - 170 sq. in. 15.5 x 38 - 189 sq. in. 16.9 x 38 - 252 sq. in.

16.9 x 34 - 229 sq. in. 18.4 x 28 - 250 sq. in.

2. Rims and Wheels -  Tires must be on rim width not exceeding tire
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manufacturer’s recommended width.  Pressed steel wheels are allowed
front and rear.  No chrome or aluminum wheels allowed.

3. Speed - Low gear, low range not to exceed 3 M.P.H.  Not allowed to shift
torques, all torques must be in high or low side.  Tractors equipped with
hi-lo range transmissions must pull in low range.  Example: 444 Massey,
400 Case.  Pullers will get one beep for a speed warning and the sec-
ond beep means disqualification.

4. Weights -  Suitcase weights and custom made weight brackets are
permitted,  front weight bracket and weights to extend no farther than
11’ (feet) from center of rear axle.  Weights may not extend behind rear
wheels.  A stop on the ends of the weight brackets no closer than 4”
(inches) to the rear wheel (not the rim).  All weights will be secured to
tractor using 1” (inch) straps with ratchet type fasteners, pinned, chained
or bolted securely.

5. Engine -  Stock block, naturally aspirated.  Exceptions:  John Deere
power block, Oliver 99 GM, etc. Stock head, manifold and carburetor
(by part number).  Stroked engines are allowed.  If an external part is
not in the parts book for that specific tractor it cannot be used.  Excep-
tion:  Straight exhaust pipe allowed, air filter must be used although it
may be of any type.  Engine cubic inch is limited to 20% over stock.

6. RPM’s - 110% of factory high idle specific (RPM used is the latest model
RPM for that make of tractor).  No electronic ignitions, (Exception:
an electronic pickup inside the original stock distributor or
magneto can be used, but distributor or magneto must maintain origi-
nal appearance).  No square coils, MSD coils or chrome coils allowed.  If
this is a controversy over a ruling it is the puller’s responsibility to provide
factory documentation to the tech crew for a review of the ruling.

7. Drawbar -  Minimum 18” (inches) back from the center of the rear axle
and a maximum of 18” (inch) drawbar height.  Hitch material cannot be
thinner than ¾” (inch) and not thicker than 1¼” (inches).  Hitch has to
have a 3” (inch) hole with 1” (inch) material thickness around and hole
or a straight clevis bolted or pinned tightly to the drawbar with a mini-
mum of a 2½” (inch) hole.  Top of hitch adjuster cannot be above center
line of axle or hub.  Hitches and drawbars must be stationary in all
directions.  Hitch must be easily accessible (sled
operator’s discretion).

8. Safety - Wheelie bars are required.

9. Appearance -  Tractors should maintain original stock appearance.  If a
part is not found in the manufacturers parts book it cannot be used.  No
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extra accessories allowed with the exception of weight brackets, hang-
on weights, wheelie bars, wheels, rims, bolt on hubs, draw bar, muffler
and air cleaner.  Battery boxes may be moved from stock mounting
location.  No aluminum allowed except for weight brackets and wheelie
bars.  No chrome allowed except for exhaust pipes.  Homemade
side-shields are not allowed.  Exception: factory side-shields such as
on Olivers.  No homemade rear end covers allowed.  All guard shrouds,
covers, and shields shall be in place as from the factory and be made
of original material (steel or iron) and as near like factory as possible.
Seat must be an original seat or a manufactured seat made for a farm
tractor placed with stock mountings (such as TSC).  Alternators and
straight pipes are allowed.

10. Sponsor s - Advertising plaques may be put on a tractor as long as it
does not interfere with teching of tractor.

Division III
Antique & Classic combined - 1958 and older .

1. Safety - Wheelie bars are required.  All tractors must have a working
safety kill switch.

2. Draw Bar -  Draw bars must not exceed 20” (inches) in height or be
less than 18” (inches) from center of axle to hooking point.  No part of
the draw bar may extend rearward beyond point of hook.  Draw bars
must be stationary in all directions.  No clevises.

3. Weights -  Weights must not extend rearward beyond rear tires and
cannot be more than 11’ (feet) from the center of the rear axle to the
furthest point forward.

4. Tires & Rims -  Maximum tire size is 18.4 x 38; any rim width.  No radial
tires.  No steel wheels.  Two wheel drive only.  No duals.  Any cut allowed
on tires.

5. Fuel - Tractors manufactured to use diesel fuel only cannot be con-
verted to gas or LP.

6. RPM’s - Allowed will be determined by the Nebraska test chart.  Any
tractor not listed will use manufacturer’s data.  A 10% margin of error
will be permitted.  All tractors to have positive throttle stops.  All John
Deere A’s will run according to the John Deere spec sheet to match the
John Deere G (i.e. 1227)

7. Speed - Any gear, speed limit is 5 M.P.H., to be checked by radar.  No
shifting of TA’s.  TA must be in either high or low. Pullers will get one beep
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for a speed warning and the second beep means disqualification.

8. Engine -  Tractors must be naturally aspirated.  No turbos or blowers,
except Oliver 99GM, etc.

9. Tractors must have the stock engine, frames, transmission rear end
and axle housing or manufacturer’s replacement.  Stock heads and
their replacements are to remain unchanged in outside appearance.
No. 7 bolt main blocks in Olivers; no (12) port heads; no 99 heads; no
1600 series heads.  AC-WC/WD/WD45 can use D-17 engine; IH-H,
350; M, 450.  JD-A/B/G can use power blocks.  No M-M 800 heads or
blocks.  Dual exhaust not allowed except after stock manifold.

10. Oliver 88, Farmall M. Massey 44, MM-U, JD-G, Case-C/D, JD-A 1940
and up and like size tractors are not allowed in classes below 4500
lbs.  Massey 33, Oliver 77, JD-A 1939 and down and like size tractors
are not allowed in classes below 4000 lbs.

11. Enhanced electrical systems permitted in all classes.  No rev limiters
allowed.

12. Replacement carburetors with no modification of carburetor or mani-
fold.  Overhang of carburetor to manifold is not allowed.  Only stock
appearing manifolds are allowed.

13. No increased height in any tractors (i.e. deck plates, shims, girdles)
except for stock gasket.

Division IV
Open classes - 1958 and older .

1. Safety - Wheelie bars are required.  All tractors must have a
working safety kill switch.

2. Draw Bar -  Draw bars must not exceed 20” (inches) in height or be less
than 18” (inches) from center of axle to hooking point.  No part of draw
bar may extend rearward beyond point of hook.  Draw bars must be
stationary in all directions.  No clevises.

3. Weights -  Weights must not extend rearward beyond rear tires and
cannot be more than 11’ (feet) from the center of the rear axle to the
furthest point forward.

4. Tires & Rims -  Maximum tire size is 18.4 x 38; any rim width.  No radial
tires.  No steel wheels.  Two wheel drive only.  No duals.  Any cut allowed
on tires.

5. Fuel - Tractors manufactured to use diesel fuel only cannot be con-
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verted to gas or LP.

6. RPM’s allowed will be determined by the Nebraska test chart.  Any
tractor not listed will use manufacturer’s data.  A 20% margin of error will
be permitted.  All tractors to have positive throttle stops.  All John Deere
A’s will run according to the John Deere spec sheet to match the John
Deere G (i.e. 1227)

7. Speed - Any gear, any speed.  Shifting of TA’s allowed.

8. Engine -  Tractors must be naturally aspirated.  No turbos or blowers,
except Oliver 99GM, etc.

9. Tractors must have the stock engine, frames, transmission, rear end
and axle housings or manufacturer’s replacement.  Stock heads and
their replacements are to remain unchanged in outside appearance.
No. 7 bolt main blocks in Olivers; no (12) port heads; no 99 heads; no
1600 series heads.  AC-WC/WD/WD45 can use D-17 engine; IH-H,
350; M, 450.  JD-A/B/G can use power blocks. No M-M 800 heads or
blocks.  Dual exhaust not allowed except after stock manifold.

10. Enhanced electrical systems permitted in all classes.  No rev limiters
allowed.

11. Any agricultural carburetor allowed.  Number of barrels, throats, ven-
ture, etc.  must be that of the manufacturer for that make and model.
Interior enhancement of stock or manufacturer’s replace-
ment manifolds permitted.

12. No increased height in any tractors (i.e. deck plates, shims, girdles)
except for stock gasket.

13. Oliver 88, Farmall M, Massey 44, MM-U, JD-G, Case-C/D, JD-A 1940
and up and like size tractors are not allowed in classes below 4500
lbs.  Massey 33, Oliver 77, JD-A 1939 and down and like size tractors
are not allowed in classes below 4000 lbs.  except for stock gasket.

V-8 General Rules
40 Years and Older

1. Body - Stock rear end and tin work.  Wide front end only.  May build own
front axle, but must have factory front spindles or after market tractor
spindles. Must use stock front pedestal and steering.  Can make your
own frame.  Everything must be in original location.  Radiator must be in
stock location.  Must have fenders.

2. Draw Bar -  18” (inches) from center of axle, maximum of 20”
(inches) high.
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3. Weights -  11’ (feet) from center of axle to farthest point forward.

4. Safety - Wheelie bars are mandatory.  (See Antique class general rule
#4 for requirements).  High back seats only with armrests.  All tractors
must have a snap back throttle and working kill switch. Must have scat-
ter shield or blanket and drive shaft loops and u-joint covers.  Blow
proof bell housing or blanket for clutch.  Automatics to have blanket.
Home made shields allowed, to be made with 3/8” steel, 360 degree
coverage, using  (4) 1/2” Grade 8 bolts, to extend 2” beyond area being
covered.  Mounted fire extinguishers are required.

5. Speed - May run any gear and speed.  NO shifting is allowed.  This
includes automatics and TA’s.

6. Protest Rule -  See 3000 RPM Farm Class, #11

V-8 Stock Class

1. Classes are 5,200 and 5,500 lbs.

2. Tires -  Maximum tire size is 18.4 x 38.  Tires can be radial or bias.  No
cut tires.  Stock rim width.  No aluminum rear wheels.

3. Fuel - Pump gas only. No pressurized fuel tanks. 10% Ethanol maxi-
mum.  No fuel additives allowed.

4. Exhaust - Must go straight up. Factory cast iron manifold only.

5. Engine - Maximum of one 4 BBL carburetor. stock Carburetor or 650
cfm maximum. Factory cast iron intake manifold only.  Stock factory
straight plug heads, must be cast iron. May run a maximum of 355 c.i.
Must have cast iron block. Factory style distributor only. No MSD box
allowed. Stock hydraulic cams only,  Chevrolet must run, Cam# 3896929
or stock replacement cam with same specs.  Other engines contact a
tech crew member.  Electric or manual fuel pump only. Stock rocker
arms. No fuel injected engines or parts to be used. Must be 1985 or
older. No diesels allowed. All engines and parts must be available from
factory in passenger car or pickup. NO high performance parts.

6. Safety - Wheelie bars required.

V8 Modified Class

1. Classes are 5,000 and 5,500 lbs.

2. Tires -  Maximum tire size is 18.4 x 38  or   20.8 x 34.  Tires can be radial
or bias, cut or uncut.  Maximum rim width is 18”.  No
aluminum rear wheels.
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3. Fuel -  Can run any type gas - no alcohol or nitro - no
pressurized fuel tanks.

4. Exhaust -  Must go straight up.  Headers allowed.

5. Engine -  Maximum of 1-4 BBL carburetor, no fuel injection.  Alumi-
num intake allowed.  Stock factory straight plug heads, must be cast
iron.  May run a maximum of 355 cu. In., must have cast iron block.
Factory style distributor only, MSD box allowed.  Hydraulic cams only.
Electric or manual fuel pump only.  Roller rocker arms allowed.  NO
diesels allowed.  Engine rules are set thru the 2007 Season.

6. Safety - Wheelie bars required.

Farm - General

1. Weight classes are every 1,000 lbs.

2. Tires & Rims -  Steel wheels allowed.  Tire size 20.8 x 38 or 18.4 x 42.
No cut tires.

3. No water injection.

4. Must have rock shaft housing.

5. Wheelie bars are mandatory. (See Antique Class general rules for re-
quirements.)

6. Must have factory front end or after market front end.

7. Tractor with blower must have 5/16” Grade 5 bots in exhaust pipe and
pipe must be securely fastened - maximum of 1” apart.

8. Must have stock appearing pump. Must retain factory block and factory
pump location.

9. Weight Bracket - same as the V-8 Class or factory location.

Stock RPM Farm Class

1. Classes are 7,700 lbs. - 15,700 lbs.

2. Stock RPM - Must run stock RPM.  NO tolerance on RPM’s.  You can
be at your maximum RPM when you are done pulling.  If you are over,
you are disqualified.  RPM will be tested at pulls.

3. Speed Limit -  No speed limit.

4. Tires -  Stock rim width.

5. Stock engine and stock available engine kits (M & W, etc.)
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6. Wheelie bars are mandatory.

Stock RPM, No Power Assist F arm Class

1. Classes are 6,700 lbs., 7,700 lbs., 8,700 lbs., 9,700 lbs. and 10,700 lbs.

2. Engine - Stock block engine and stock available engine kits (M & W,
etc) Stock cubic inch. Stock RPM according to Nebraska Test. Can take
turbos off tractor. Factory bare back tractors allowed. Must be
factory parts.

 3. Speed Limit -  No speed limit.

4. Tires -  Stock rim width 20.8 x 38 or stock tires.

5. Wheelie bars are mandatory.

3000 RPM Farm Class

1. Classes are (light) 5700, 6700, 7700, (heavy) 7700-15,700.

2. Speed Limit -  No speed limit.

3. Inspection -  Each puller must set up a time with the tech crew for his/
her inspection.  A tech crew of 3 or more people must go to each
individuals house for inspection.  The tech crew will seal the pan after
inspection.  This should be done by May 1st.  If the seal is broken, the
puller must let the tech crew know so they can inspect it again and seal
it.  If the puller does not let the tech crew know they will be disqualified.
The puller that is being inspected will pay the tech crew a $20.00 fee for
their time and gas.

4. Safety - Tractor must have a scatter blanket or steel plate 3/8” (inch)
thick around fly wheel.  Mandatory air shut off or spring loaded throttle.
Ladder bars are mandatory.  To be bolted from rear axle housing to
frame rails ahead of flywheel.  Must meet Tech inspection.

5. Tires -  Optional rim width.

6. RPM’s - NO tolerance on RPM’s.  You can be at your maximum RPM
when you are done pulling. If you are over, you are disqualified.

7. Turbos -  Must be 3LM, 466 out of the box, 2 5/16” (inch) intake or
smaller, with no machining, with a 2.750 x 3.5: (inch) bolt pattern.  There
is a claim rule for the turbos.  A certified puller can protest another
certified pullers turbo if they think it is illegal.  The puller protesting puts
up $400.00.  The puller being protested gets the $400.00, and the
puller protesting the turbo gets the turbo whether it’s legal or illegal.  If
the turbo is illegal the points are stopped and the puller is not allowed to
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pull with the association for a year and a day.  Tractor with blower must
have 5/16” Grade 5 cross bolts in exhaust pipe and pipe must be se-
curely fastened - maximum of 1” part. If turbo is legal, it does not go to
protestor until end of the next business day. All first time pullers will have
turbos checked before pulling. All turbos will be checked randomly at
least twice per year.

8. Heavy Engine Stock Appearing Pump - 466 cu. in. limit unless stock
equipped with more cu. in. If a tractors stock cu. in. are over 467 cu. in. it
must run at 2,800 RPM. NO roller cams.  If a newer head fits on an older
engine it is allowed. (i.e. 55 series John Deere heads are allowed or
factory casting numbers on older John Deeres.  May use factory re-
placement block of 466 cu. in. limit.  Inner coolers allowed.  Water to air;
air to air; - no chemicals. May use in-line A pump with stock 10mm
plunger. A certified puller may protest another pullers injection pump.
Both parties are to put up $200.00. The winner of protest receives
$400.00 minus the fee to check pump. The pump check must be done
at the nearest diesel pump shop immediately after the pull.

9. Light Engine -  5700, 6700, 7700:  Engine limited to 750 ci. in. gas and
non-turbo diesel and 360 ci. turbo.  No alcohol allowed.  Must have
stock appearing pump. Must retain factory block and factory pump
location.  Inner coolers allowed, water to air; air to air; no chemicals.If an
engine is running 360 cu. in. or less they can run 3,400 RPM. If engine
is running 360 ci or less, they can run 3400 rpm.

10. If a puller is certified in a 3,000 RPM class they can not pull in a stock
RPM class.

11. Protest Rule -  $500.00 will be put up by the protestor.  Both the pro-
testor and the driver being protested have to be certified members of
the 3,000 RPM class.  $500.00 goes to the winner of the protest.  If
protested, and the driver being protested refuses to be torn down, he/
she can either go up to Hot Farm or he/she can not pull in that class for
a year and a day.  If the puller is torn down and he/she is illegal he/she
will be disqualified.

12. Appearance -  NO tin updating is allowed.  Can use fiberglass hood
and grill and tilt front-end.  Must have wide front end; minimum of 40”
width.  LIGHT 5700, 6700, 7700: Strip whatever is needed to make
weight within reason.  Subject to Tech Crew inspection.

13. If a tractor has a roll cage, it is allowed to remove rock shaft housing.
NO weight tolerance.



NNPAI Rule Book 14

Hot Farm

1. Classes are 5,700 lbs. - 12,700 lbs.

2. Safety -  Scatter blanket, side shields, fenders, wide front ends, fuel and
air shut off and wheelie bars are required. Roll Cages are optional.
Ladder bars mandatory.  To be bolted from rear axle housing to frame
rails ahead of flywheel.  Tractors with blowers must have 5/16 Grade 5
cross bolts in exhaust pipe and pipe must be securely fastened.  Maxi-
mum of 1” apart.  Must meet Tech Crew inspection.

3. Tires -  Tire size 20.8 x 38 cut or not cut.

4. Turbos -  Must have 3” intake and out.

5. Weight Bracket -  13 ft. maximum, measured from middle of back
axle to the front of weights on bracket.

  6.    If a tractor is equipped with a roll cage it can carry an extra 200 lbs.

Pickups - General

1. Tires -  NO split rims.

2. Safety -  Seat belts required.

Stock

1. Classes are 6,000 lbs. and 7,000 lbs.

2. Engine and pickup must be from the same manufacturer.

3. Safety -  Suspension blocks allowed.  Drive shaft loops recommended.

4. Street legal.

5. Hitch -  26” (inches) for 4 wheel drives and 29” (inches) for 2 wheel
drives.  Must be clear and visible behind box.

6. Tires -  DOT tires.  NO paddle, bar, cut or dual tires allowed.

7. Engine -  Headers allowed with mufflers.

8. Fuel - NO nitrous oxide or propane allowed.

9. Must be licensed and insured.

10. If you pull more than 2 times, you must have driveshaft loops.

Super Stock

1. Classes are 5,700 lbs. and 6,200 lbs.
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2. Safety -  Must have kill switch and reverse light.  Driveshaft loops,
dampner cover or SFI, fan shroud, blowproof bellhousing or blanket
required.  In cab fire extinguisher required.  Must have U-joint covers.

3. Hitch -  26” (inches) for 4 wheel drives and 29” (inches) for 2 wheel
drives.  Must be clear and visible behind box in rear bumper location
with 3” (inch) hole or clevis.

4. Engine -  500 cu. in. limit on motor, no aluminum heads, single 4BBL
must fit under hood.  Must be naturally aspirated.  Exhaust must exit
behind cab or up through the hood.  Must be straight up or down.  2
wheel drives are allowed to use a stock transfer case.

5. Fuel - NO alcohol or nitrous allowed.

6. Weight Brac kets -  Front weight bracket must be a maximum of 55”
(inches) from center of front axle to end of weight.

7. Body -  NO frame alterations, but they may be braced.  Rearend must
be in stock location, and can be welded.  Body must have all stock body
panels.  Tailgates are optional.  NO flatbeds allowed.

8. Tires -  DOT tires. NO paddle, bar, cut or dual tires allowed.

Modified

1. Hitch -  Hitches are to be 30” (inches) in height and 18” (inches) from
center of rear axle to rear pickup.

2. Tires -  45” (inch) maximum tire height.

3. Safety -  Must have kill switch and reverse light.  Driveshaft loops,
dampner cover of SFI, fan shroud, blowproof bellhousing or blanket
required.  In cab fire extinguisher required. Must have U-joint covers.

4. Engine -  NO nitrous oxide or blowers.

5. Exhaust -  Must go straight up or down.
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
